PERMANENT MARRIAGE?
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A woman who has not
been previously married
must seek PERMISSION
from her FATHER or
paternal GRANDFATHER.

A woman who has been

previously married & has

had aphysical relationship

with her husband does not
need consent.

Even if awoman is independent and manages her
own affairs, some jurists say she still needs
to seek the consent for marriage.

The MAHR should be
specified. If the Mahr is
not specified, the
permanent marriage is
still valid but the Mahr
right stays for the wife.

Mahr is something valuable
like money or property
that the husband gives to
the wife for the marriage.

Islam has clarified a set
of rules & obligations for
a couple.

Both have the right to
accept, rearrange, or add
some new conditions to
the RIGHTS & DUTIES.

These conditions should
not oppose the law and
they should be discussed
before conducting the
marriage.
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To conduct a marriage, what is compulsory
is the OFFER & ACCEPTANCE.
I.e. the woman offers the marriage and
then the man accepts.
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This offer & acceptance should be
recited in Arabic if possible.
